I got your letter dated September 22, 1999 and am not surprised you are requesting
another retainer fee from me. You state we are about to commence a significant appeal,
and additional preparatory work is required to successfully represent me in this matter.
This appeal isn't to a higher court; it is to the TIJDGE over the REFEREE in the SAME
court. The appeal is necessary because, the REFEREE refused us discovery. I want you
to send me whatever court rule or TCA that states Wayne K Houser has the authority to
deny a plaintiff discovery. I want you to send me whatever court rule or TCA that states
Wayne K. Houser has the AUTHORITY to subject the BURDEN of obtaining discovery
on the plaintiff. If there is such documentation, then explain to me why you haven't sent
interrogatories to Mark Firestone? You see he won't answer them and then you will be
entitled to file SANCTIONS against him and his arrogant attorney. This should have
already been accomplished. Why hasn't it?

You also state you need a second retainer of$1,500.00 in order to further proceed with
my litigation against Mr. Firestone to follow the court order for legal child support
obligation. My son is requesting twenty one percent of all gifts his father has received,
specifically the $240,000.00 monetary gift from his grandmother, but has not received
one penny of his legal rights to this money. When I first came to your office in July 1998,
I paid you $1,000.00 and another $500.00 in late September, early October.

I am requesting a step­
by-step legal strategy with a reasonable time frame incorporated to successfully present
this case. For example:

5) Sanctions? etc ..
