Thank you for allowing me the opportunity to respond to your letter of 11 January 2000. I
acknowledge receiving Ms. Wagner’s letter on 15 November 2000, and a copy of my reply to Ms.
Wagner is enclosed.

[ feel I should explain why it took me so long to deal with this matter. On June 23, the final
hearing was held before Child Support Referee Wayne K. Houser. At the conclusion of this
hearing I deemed my representation of Ms. Wagner to be concluded. Ms. Wagner was
dissatisfied with Referee Houser’s decision, and I explained to her how to file an appeal for the
matter to be heard before Judge Bill Swann. After Ms. Wagner contacted me, indicating that she
would like me to represent her in this appeal, I sent her a letter dated September 22 (copy
enclosed) stating the terms under which I would undertake the matter. My very next
communication from Ms. Wagner was the aforementioned letter of November 15 (copy
enclosed).

Representing Ms. Wagner has been a difficult endeavor, to say the least. From the very
beginning, Ms. Wagner refused to follow my advice and counsel. For example, subsequent to her
retaining me as her attorney and after my advice to her not to do so, she sent a communication
directly to Kenan Smith, Esq., the attorney for our opposition (see enclosed). Additionally, as
you will learn from reviewing the enclosed letters, Ms. Wagner refused to heed my advice on how
to proceed with prosecution of her case in court. Furthermore, this case is complicated by the
fact that Ms. Wagner does not comprehend the limitations imposed upon me by the fact that I am
licensed only in Tennessee and cannot enforce orders in Florida or in any other state. This is
particularly crucial in this case, since so much of our proof depends on documents which are now
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
